A powerful tool of communication

At Ecole John Wilson Elementary School, all students are equipped with a powerful tool, their student
agendas. Teaching students the use of an agenda, to organize and communicate, is a valuable lifelong skill.
We are committed to  using this tool with students and parents in order to provide a strong, daily form of
communication between school and home.

The daily role and journey of the student agenda...

o Each day teachers will provide students with a message to record in their agendas. This message may be
homework related, information/notices related or just a simple message written to let parents know that
the agenda was recorded in by their child.

e Students will then pack up agendas with homework/notices and place these in their backpacks at the end
of each day...ready to take home.

o Students and parents will then review the agenda each evening, with parents signing the agenda to indi-
cate they have completed their check. Parents should also use the agenda to send any notes/information
through to their child’s teacher.

o Students will then pack their agendas back into their backpacks to return to school for the next school
day.

e Teachers will check agendas with students each morning and will sticker/sign/etc to show that the
Teacher Check is now complete.

e And the journey of the Student Agenda begins again for a new school day.

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HEz Music News at EJWES

The first week in May was musically a very busy week in our school. On Monday May 2nd
our whole school went over to IMS to celebrate Music Monday. Students created and
wore costumes around the theme of "music". The EJWES Choir sang some songs, the
IMS and IHS bands played some pieces and at 11:00 am all the students sang the official
Music Monday song, Tomorrow Is Coming, accompanied by the bands. Other schools
and musical groups all the way across Canada performed the song at exactly the same
time as us. Music Monday is a day designated by the Canadian Music Coalition to
celebrate music education in school and the importance of music in our lives.

Our students were treated to another band concert on Wednesday, May 4th. The Elmer
S. Gish Band from St. Albert and their director Mr. Jeremy Moorhouse (Ms Moorhouse's

brother) performed a selection of well known and lesser known pieces for our stu-

dents. Students were encouraged to identify pieces and to clap along. We were the first
stop on the band's L.A. Tour (to Lethbridge, Alberta).

The seventy-six members of the EJWES Choir performed a selection of pieces for our
wonderful volunteers at our Volunteer Lunch on Thursday, May 5th. We started with
Senua de Dende, a folk song from Ghana, which means "Hello and welcome!" Mme
Sampson accompanied us in this song on her djembe drum. Other pieces included the
John Wilson Song, Kumbya, Warm-Up in Gee(Gosh and Golly), This Little Light of Mine,
Move, Move, Move and We Believe In Music. Some of our grade four students performed
a dance to Move, Move, Move.

Choir will shortly be coming to an end for the year. Ms Moorhouse would like to thank the
choir for their dedication, enthusiasm and passion for music. This year we sang at the
Remembrance Day assembly, the Festival of Trees, the HOJA Concert, at the Symphony/
Choir Kids performance, the Music Monday performance and for the Volunteer Tea. The
choir consistently did an outstanding job at all these performances and were wonderful
ambassadors for our school where ever they went. We will wrap things up later in the
month with a Pizza Party to thank the choir for all their hard work. Notices will be sent
home once the arrangements have been made.

Our grade four students have been studying the composer Antonio Vivaldi in music
class. We have been listening to his Four Seasons Concerto, specifically focusing on the
Spring movement. Students have been working with the rhythms in the ripeino, or whole
orchestra sections of this piece. On Tuesday, May 24th a teaching musician, Samantha
Whelan will come and give a multi media presentation to all of our grade four students on
the life and times of Antonio Vivaldi. She will also do further work with the students
regarding the rhythms from the Spring movement. Samantha plays trumpet with the Red
Deer Symphony Orchestra. Her visit and the teaching materials that Ms Moorhouse has
been using are all paid for by the National Arts Centre, as part of their Music Alive
program. We will wrap the unit up with a "Spring" poster contest, which will be open to all
the students involved.
